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Critical success factors outlined by partners in existing projects

· A shared set of values, principles and philosophies around learning within the partnership

· Develop a sustainable relationship between all the partners and involve them all in planning from the outset

· A powerful advocate within the provider for cross-curricular teaching and learning and the potential of settings other than schools to support this approach

· Create a strong structure to the project including formative, ongoing and summative evaluation, reflection and adaptation

· Map activities directly to sector standards such as Inspiring Learning for All
 as well as to the QTS Standards

· Plan any direct teaching experiences to ensure enough time for effective reflection and sharing of outcomes 

· A supportive envionrment within the setting, with opportunities first of all to shadow staff, then to take on the content of the sessions

· Provision within the setting of a range of resources which the ITT student can experience and utilise for developing cross-curricular links

· Work with schools recruited by the setting so that the students experience direct teaching. (Schools who are paying for the experience of visiting the setting need to be informed that they will be taught by trainee teachers) 

· Explore ways to share the outcomes with as many students as possible – perhaps by showcase events or through online resources

· Seek funding to recruit a shared partnership development post which will enhance the planning, management and evaluation of the programme

· Develop a continuum of CPD for trainees through into their NQT and RQT years
· Plan for longitudinal evaluation of the impact on trainees and their pupils post placement.
